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THE GIFT OF THE REIGN OF GOD

Matthew’s Gospel today expands on Isaiah’s bal-
lad considerably. A comparison with the same story in
Mark’s Gospel clearly shows us that here the author is
busy teaching this community of Jewish Christians: “This
is a story about Israel a long time ago; this is also a story
about Jesus and the skeptical leaders.”

Jesus as much as told these Jewish leaders that
they were the tenants who first stoned their own prophets.
And he told the leaders they were the tenants who would
soon even dispose of him—Jesus—and, in doing so,
would forfeit their privileged place of presenting to the
world the promised Messiah.

“And this,” says Matthew’s Gospel, “is a story
about you, the inheritors of what was first offered to Is-
rael.” The reign of God was first opened to Israel and is
now given to the whole world, but it must be received as
a gift. The first Christians are the new tenants in the vine-
yard. The deeper reality of the reign or kingdom of God
is that it is available to everyone on the face of the

earth—Israel included.

The Introductory Rites

On the First Sunday of Advent, November 27,
2011, Catholic parishes in the United States will begin
praying the texts of the Mass using a new English transla-
tion of the Roman Missal. This week, we explore what the
Introductory Rites of the Mass are about.

Every time we gather for Eucharist, each of us
comes with our own preoccupations and concerns. The In-
troductory Rites of the Mass are intended to draw us out of
our own little worlds and form us into an assembly of
God’s people, the Body of Christ, ready to render our
praise and thanksgiving to God. Each element is designed
to play its own role in uniting us as a worshiping people
and calling us into God’s presence. We hear each other’s
voices in the opening song and the Glory to God; we re-
member who we are as God’s people through the sign of
the cross, the Greeting, and the Penitential Act; and we pre-
pare ourselves for today’s particular celebration in the
opening prayer or Collect. If we allow the Introductory
Rites to do their work, we will be ready to celebrate the

Eucharist as one people in God.

Here are examples of how you can make a difference:

Treat all people as PEOPLE FIRST- as you would like to be treated.

SPEAK DIRECTLY to the person with a disability, not only the nearby family member,
companion or interpreter.

Place yourself at EYE LEVEL, in front, for easy conversation with a person in a wheelchair
or walker.

OFFER ASSISTANCE AND WAIT until the offer is accepted. Then ask for instructions.
See the WHOLENESS OF SPIRIT beneath the surface of someone with a disability and
overcome the tendency to turn away or ignore the person.
