For Youth:   Today we remember the faithfully  
departed on All Souls Day.  Who are the people in 
your life who have died?  What have you learned 
from them?  Are you authentic?  Do you act on 
what you believe?  How would someone know what 
you believe by watching what you do each day? 
 
For Adults:   When you heard the Beatitudes today, 
which one did you hear most clearly as a summons 
for your own life? 
  

 
Changes are coming…..  
Beginning this Advent, our church will begin using a 
revised translation of the Roman Missal. You have  
already heard changes in some of the parts of the mass 
that we sing. Soon there will be changes to  
the things we speak as well. Over the next few weeks, we 
will show you some of the new translations that will  
become a part of our liturgy.  
 

The Nicene Creed  
 
I believe in one God, the Father almighty,  
maker of heaven and earth, of all things visible 
and invisible. I believe in one Lord, Jesus Christ, 
the Only Begotten Son of God, born of the Father 
before all ages. God from God, Light from Light, 
true God from true God, begotten, not made, con-
substantial with the Father; through him all things 
were made. For us men and for our salvation he 
came down from heaven, and by the Holy Spirit 
was incarnate of the Virgin Mary, and became 
man.  
 
For our sake he was crucified under Pontius Pi-
late; he suffered death and was buried, and rose 
again on the third day in accordance with the 
Scriptures. He ascended into heaven and is seated 
at the right hand of the Father. He will come again 
in glory to judge the living and the dead and his 
kingdom will have no end.  
 
I believe in the Holy Spirit, the Lord, the giver of 
life, who proceeds from the Father and the Son,  
who with the Father and the Son is adored and 
glorified, who has spoken through the prophets.  
I believe in one, holy, catholic and apostolic 
Church. I confess one baptism for the forgiveness 
of sins and I look forward to the resurrection of 
the dead and the life of the world to come. Amen  

GOD IS IN CHARGE 
 “Who do you think you are?!” today’s readings 
demand. We are brought up short, put in our place, given 
a dose of reality. Who is God? Who is in charge? Who is 
the greatest? 
 We begin with a passage from the prophet  
Malachi, one of the latest prophets, who wrote after the 
Jews returned from Babylon. Calling the people to task in 
God’s name, he condemns the divisions and false teach-
ings that have arisen, reminding them that all were cre-
ated by the one God. Paul tells the Thessalonians the 
same thing, but in a positive way—praising them for  
remembering that it is God who is at work within them. 
 Finally, the Gospel presents Jesus speaking out 
against hypocrisy and vainglory. “You have but one 
teacher . . . you have but one Father” (Matthew 23:8, 9). 
We are firmly put in our place. God is in charge.
