"We want people of all abilities to feel welcome in our parishes" wrote Cardinal George. Since 1996, the 
Archdiocese has worked with parishes to include parishioners with disabilities in worship, ministry, fellow-
ship and study. We have begun to look at accessibility in our place of worship.  We can cultivate a Christ 
like compassion for the vulnerable among us.  We can inform ourselves and others about how we can 
help those with disabilities feel welcome.  Read Fr. Roller’s homily concerning inclusion at

Here are examples of how you can make a difference: 
 
1.  Treat all people as PEOPLE FIRST- as you would like to be treated. 
2.  SPEAK DIRECTLY to the person with a disability, not only the nearby family member, 
     companion or interpreter. 
3.  Place yourself at EYE LEVEL, in front, for easy conversation with a person in a wheelchair 
     or walker. 
4.  OFFER ASSISTANCE AND WAIT until the offer is accepted.  Then ask for instructions. 
5.  See the WHOLENESS OF SPIRIT beneath the surface of someone with a disability and 
     overcome the tendency to turn away or ignore the person.

AARP TAX-AIDE FOUNDATION 
Volunteer opportunity to prepare income tax returns for Seniors. 

 
If you like to work with seniors and you like number, we need you.  For 40 years AARP has provided free federal 
and state income tax preparation to moderate income seniors.  Nationwide, our 35,000 volunteers prepare federal and 
state income tax returns for approximately 2,000,000 individuals each year.  Last year, Des Plaines AARP volunteers  
provided free tax service to more than 400 people from February through April 15.   
 
Volunteers receive IRS prepared manuals in December and classes in January and must  
satisfactorily complete the class to be IRS certified. AARP and the IRS supply computers, 
training and tax preparation materials. 
 
Des Plaines volunteers work one to three mornings a week in space provided by the Des 
Plaines public library and the Frisbie senior center.  We also work at retirement communi-
ties for seniors who are unable to travel.   
 
Volunteers choose which days they can work.  Other nearby suburbs have similar programs so volunteers have a 
choice of where they would like to work.  At Des Plaines, new volunteers work with and are mentored by our experi-
enced preparers throughout the tax preparation season.
