After the reports are given, Mrs. Morris organizes
an auction to raise money for the World Wildlife
Fund {(WWF) to help the endangered species.
The 5" and 6™ graders are encouraged to bring
in items from home to be auctioned off to their
classmates. There is a wide variety of items such
as books, toys, dothes, stuffed animals, holiday
itemns, and WWF stuffed animals that were
purchased after last year's auction. At the
auction, Mrs. Morris holds up an item and starts
the bidding. The student that bids the most
maoney wins that item. There were hundreds of
itemns to bid on. Sister Barbara Ann collects the
money and keeps tradk of the total. Sixth grade
teacher, Ms. Brogmus, also helps out at the

auction. Once all of the items are auctioned off,
the money is totaled up. This year, the students
raised $872.40!

The money will be used to adopt animals through
the WWF. When you adopt animals, the WWF
sends you a Certificate of Adoption, a picture of
the animal, an animal fact sheet, and a small
stuffed version of the animal you adopted.

These stuffed animals will be used in next year's
auction.

This was the 14" year that Mrs. Mormris has
organized this project. According to Mrs. Morris,
her favorite part of the auction is watching the
students get involved. For many 5 and 6™
graders, this is their favorite project of the year.

Witness to the Holocaust:
Magda Brown

Tuesday, February 7th, 2012
St. Emily Parish Center

Magda Brown spent her 17th birthday in a hot,
crowded cattle car, listening to the cries of the dying
as the train barreled toward Auschwitz-Birkenau in
Poland. That day in 1944 was part of a horrific period
in Brown's life during which she would lose nearly
her entire family.

Her story began in Hungary, where she had a com-
fortable childhood. Because Hungary was an ally of
Germany, Brown and her family didn't suffer as much
as other Jewish families in eastern European countries. But Hungary
couldn't keep the Nazis out, and Brown, her parents and her brother
were sent to a Jewish ghetto in early 1944, and later, Auschwitz-
Birkenau.

As liberation neared in March 1945, Brown and the other workers were
sent on a death march for three days, heading toward Buchenwald. In an
act of desperation, Brown was able to escape by hiding in a pile of straw
in a nearby barn and, after one and a half days, she was liberated by
American soldiers.

Magda Brown will tell her very personal story of the
Holocaust at our next Open Meeting on February
7th, Her mission is to "teach children how not to hate,
because hatred is what starts these tragedies." She is
scheduled to speak following our business meeting,
which starts at 7:00 p.m. in the Parish Center. All
women of the parish are invited to attend.
