Reflection on this week’s Gospel 
 

DIRECTION 
 Isaiah tells us something that we already know, 
and yet seem to forget every now and then. He tells us, 
essentially, that God is God and we are not. When 
we’re confused and troubled and can’t figure every-
thing out, it might be wise to recall Isaiah speaking on 
the Lord’s behalf and explaining that God—who is on 
a much more, well, Godly wavelength than we are—
moves in ways we can’t even imagine. 
 Saint Paul, by comparison, has everything fig-
ured out. Kind of. At least he understands his calling 
in life—to magnify Christ in everything he does. That 
should give all of us the direction we need. Jesus gives 
us direction, too, explaining to us once again in the 
parable of the workers in the vineyard that the last will 
be first, and the first, last.

FEAST OF FAITH 
 
Doxology and Amen 
 
 “Doxology” comes from a Greek word mean-
ing “words of praise.” The Eucharistic Prayer ends 
with a doxology addressed to the triune God: 
“Through him, with him, in him, in the unity of the 
Holy Spirit, all glory and honor is yours, almighty 
Father, for ever and ever.” It is an exclamation of 
praise, honor, and glory to God, reminding us that we 
receive everything from God through the Son, in the 
power of the Spirit. At the consecration, the priest 
held up the host and then the chalice for us to see and 
adore. During the doxology, the host and chalice are 
held up again, but this time they are held up and of-
fered to God the Father. With the doxology, the Eu-
charistic Prayer ends, as it began, with words of 
praise addressed to the Father: truly, it is right and 
just to give God praise, and we assent to this in our 
whole-hearted acclamation, “Amen.” Never was more 
meaning packed into so short a word. This “Amen,” 
sometimes and fittingly called “the great Amen,” is 
our response to the entire Eucharistic Prayer.

Beginning October 6th, 2011 Rainbows will meet at St. Emily School. We will have weekly support 
groups for children from kindergarten through eighth grade. These small groups of 2-5 children 
(separated by age) will meet for seven weeks for approximately 45 minutes per session. Sessions will be 
held on Thursdays after school. See below for times for age groups. 
 
For those unfamiliar with this program, it is offered free of charge to any child who is experiencing a sig-
nificant change in his or her life.  Rainbows  not only serves children who are affected by death, divorce 
and health problems, but also children new to the U.S., children of gay or racially mixed couples and chil-
dren of parents who have been imprisoned or who have AIDS or children affected by their parent’s recent 
unemployment. . Because of their age and limited life experience, children often find it difficult to verbal-
ize their feelings. A trained facilitator directs the meetings where participants read stories, keep a journal 
and discuss feelings in a non-judgmental confidential setting.

 Christ Renews His Parish is one of the 
most inappropriately named programs in 
the history of the Catholic Church.  Okay, 
maybe the term ‘inquisition’ seemed harm-
less enough at the time as well, but this mis-
nomer ranks right up there too. This pro-
gram should be called “Christ Renews His 
Parishioners.” 
     My prayer life sucked for many years.  
Don’t get me wrong—I could fire off Hail 

Mary’s, Our Fathers, and Glory Be’s like any Irish mother, but I paid little attention 
to what I was saying.  When I did start to pay attention, the Our Father gradually be-
come more and more difficult for me.  Forgive us our trespasses as we forgive those 
who trespass against us.”  Heck, I still held a grudge against the guy with the ‘What 
would Jesus Do’ bumper sticker who drove along for two miles with his right turn 
signal on.  When I finally had a chance to pass him I yelled out,  “You can bet Jesus 
wouldn’t be driving with His right turn signal on for two miles!” And that was some 
time ago.  If I couldn’t forgive that guy, what chance was there of “My Father” for-
giving me?  Not much of one I was sure.  I realized that I had gradually lost my way.  
Well maybe not lost my way so much as ran away.  Recognizing I was running from 
God was one thing, but doing something about it was quite another.  I remembered a 
story I had once been told and began saying a little prayer from that story: “Find me 
God”.  Every once in a while I would get a call from a friend inviting me to join some 
of the men of the parish for something called “Christ Renews His Parish Weekend”.  
I was sharp enough to quickly come up with some foolproof excuse: “I think I am 
camping with the Boy Scouts that weekend!” Or “I’m pretty sure we have a wedding 
to go to that Saturday.  Sorry”.  Now last winter when I got the call, my brain was in 
neutral and I was unable to fire off an excuse, so I said I would think about it.  I 
picked up a flyer that weekend and shoved it in my coat pocket and thought no more 
about it.  As the days passed, anytime I reached into my pocket that annoying flyer 
would come out.  Reach for the credit card—annoying flyer.  Looking for the bank 
receipt—annoying flyer.  Grabbing for a pen—the flyer AGAIN.  Gradually it 
dawned on me.  Hey moron!  Maybe this is God answering your little prayer, ‘find 
me.’  I stopped running and attended that weekend.  It was a refreshing event.  Doors 
I had long ago slammed shut were opened again.  We ate well, and then we ate again.  
We laughed a lot, shared some stories and camaraderie, and in the end we were all 
drawn closer to the Man hanging on that Cross.  At least for a while my natural cyni-
cism has been replaced by the child-like awe of Jesus that I felt in my youth.  I look 
forward to the next Christ Renews His Parish weekend to keep those fires stoked.

PREPARING FOR THE NEW TRANSLATION OF THE MASS 
 

What is a Roman Missal? 
 On the First Sunday of Advent, November 27, 2011, Catholic parishes in the United States will begin pray-
ing the texts of the Mass using a new English translation of the Roman Missal. The Roman Missal contains what 
the Church refers to as the “proper” antiphons for entrance and Communion time (in the United States, with the ap-
proval of our bishops, we commonly substitute hymns and songs for these “proper” antiphons). The Missal also 
contains prayers such as the Sign of the Cross and the greetings used at Mass. The opening prayer, the prayer over 
the bread and wine at the preparation of the gifts, and the prayer after Communion are all found in the Missal, as are 
the different Eucharistic prayers that are used at Mass and the blessings at the end of the liturgy. The Missal also 
contains all of the parts of the Mass that the people say or sing, such as the “I confess,” the Gloria, the Creed, the 
Lord’s Prayer, the Lamb of God, and our other responses. Some of these prayers are changed with the new transla-
tion; others remain the same.

URGENT: Respond by September 30  
Conscience Rights Violated by Sweeping HHS Contraceptive Mandate  
In implementing the 2010 Patient Protection and Affordable Care Act (the new health care reform law), the U.S. 
Department of Health and Human Services (HHS) recently issued a rule requiring almost all private health plans 
to cover contraception and sterilization as “preventive services” for women. The mandate even forces individu-
als and groups with religious or moral objections to purchase and provide such coverage if they are to receive or 
provide health coverage at all. This poses an unprecedented threat to individual and institutional religious free-
dom.  
The rule includes a religious exemption so extremely narrow that it protects almost no one. It covers only a 
“religious employer” that has the “inculcation of religious values” as its purpose, primarily employs and serves 
persons who share its religious tenets, and is a church organization under two narrow provisions of the tax code. 
A great many religious organizations -- including Catholic colleges and universities, as well as hospitals and 
charitable institutions that serve the public -- will be ineligible. Individuals and religiously affiliated health in-
surers will not qualify for the exemption.  
The new rule would force insurance plans to cover “all Food and Drug Administration approved contraceptive 
methods, sterilization procedures, and patient education and counseling for all women with reproductive capac-
ity.” Never before has the federal government required private health plans to include such coverage. The FDA-
approved “emergency contraception” (EC) drugs that are covered by this mandate can work by interfering with 
implantation of a newly conceived human being. Also, the drug the FDA most recently approved for EC, "Ella,” 
a close analogue to the abortion drug RU-486, has been shown in animal tests to cause abortion. Thus, the man-
date includes drugs that may cause an abortion both before and after implantation.  
The public comment period on this interim final rule ends September 30.  
ACTION: Please send an e-mail message to HHS by visiting www.usccb.org/conscience. Once you send your 
comments to HHS, you will be automatically invited to send a message to your elected representatives in Con-
gress, urging them to support the Respect for Rights of Conscience Act (H.R. 1179/S. 1467) to ensure that such 
federal mandates do not violate Americans’ moral and religious convictions.  
MESSAGE TO HHS: “Pregnancy is not a disease, and drugs and surgeries to prevent it are not basic health 
care that the government should require all Americans to purchase. Please remove sterilization and prescription 
contraceptives from the list of ‘preventive services’ the federal government is mandating in private health plans. 
It is especially important to exclude any drug that may cause an early abortion, and to fully respect religious 
freedom as other federal laws do. The narrow religious exemption in HHS’s new rule protects almost no one. I 
urge you to allow all organizations and individuals to offer, sponsor and obtain health coverage that does not 
violate their moral and religious convictions.”
